	 Domain names are equivalent to real estate within the 
virtual world. With the dot com era many people turned to the 
internet as a way of investment, social interaction, business 
marketing, and even virtual business. While we are all getting 
to grips with the ‘how tos’ and the ‘what ifs’ on the World Wide 
Web here are a few interesting facts about domain names that 
you probably didn’t know. 
	 1. The world’s longest domain name 
Legally domain names are allowed to be no longer than 63 
characters in length (excluding sub-domains or domain suffixes). 
While there have been many contenders and claimants for the 
pole position of longest domain name in the world, I tend to go 
with the Guinness Book of Records: 
http://www.llanfairpwllgwyngyllgogerychwyrndrobwyl
l-llantysiliogogogoch.com/ (Phew that’s a mouthful!) The 
interesting fact relating to this domain name is it is actually a 
real word, a Welsh village! 
Unfortunately this website is now under construction, but 
other candidates could also vie for that first place, like www.
iamtheproudownerofthelongestlongestlongestdomain
nameinthisworld.com.	
	 2. The world’s shortest domain name 
Acknowledged internationally as being one of the main drivers 
behind internet evolution, Google have now legally acquired 
the shortest internet domain name. http://www.g.cn/ . Google 
purchased the domain name to assist their Chinese users in 
locating Google with greater ease. 
	 3. The highest price paid for a domain name? 
People throughout the world have cashed in on the dot com 
era, many earning a significant amount with very little input. 
In January 2006 it was announced that sex.com was sold for

$14 million, making it the most expensive domain name purchased to 
date. Close contenders are fund.com at over $9 million, porn.com for 
$9.5 million and business.com for over $340 million. 
	 4. The first domain name to ever be registered? 
On the 15th March 1985 the first registered domain name came into 
existence symbolics.com and is still in existence today. 
	 5. What is the shortest dot com name that I may 
register? 
According to registering laws all domain names must be a minimum of 
3 characters in length excluding sub-domains or suffixes. 
	 6. Domain names male and female 
If you are looking to register a male name, I am afraid you are out of 
luck as they all appear to be registered to date. The ladies may have a 
little more luck, however, the more common womens names come 
with a heavy price tag. 
	 7. Is it possible to buy a 3 letter domain name? 
In short no, all the 3 letter domain names have been long snatched up. 
That is over 50.000 domain names that are only available through a 
resale option, get the check books out. 
	 8. What domain names have the highest registration rates?  
Dot com domain names have the highest registration figures followed 
by dot cn (china). 
	 9. If I own a trademark does that entitle me to the rights 
of the domain name? 
That is correct, however you don’t need a trademark to get a domain 
name, but you do have to be really careful with trademarks. For 
instance Ian Tunes who registered “iTunes”, before Apple’s “itunes.
co.uk” existed. He could have kept the domain name for life, as he 
was the first to register it. Because Apple was making offer after offer 
and giving him a lot of hassle to get this name, he became fed up 
and redirected his domain itunes.co.uk to Napster (biggest iTunes 
competitor at that time). At that point, he breached Apple’s iTunes 
copyright and lost the domain name (Instead of making a million by 
accepting the original deal). 
	 10. Who is the most popular domain registrar? 
Depending on the source there are a number of popular domain 
registrars.

Have you heard the term computing “in the cloud” recently 
and wondered what it means?  The phrase “in the cloud” is a 
metaphor for the Internet.  One way to compute “in the cloud” 
is by using Software as a Service (SaaS) which is the way some 
software is delivered to the end user over the Internet for a 
monthly “rental” fee rather than on a CD that gets purchased 
and installed on your computer. 

How do I access SaaS software?
When you sign up for new software that is delivered as SaaS, you 
receive a license agreement from the software developer.  You 
go to the developer’s website and create your own password (be 
careful here to create a strong password that uses a combination 
of numbers, special characters, upper and lower case letters).  
You are now able to log on to the developer’s website from any 
Internet connection and access your data.
What are the advantages of using SaaS?
Anytime and anywhere (from your home office, from your work 
office or while you are away from home traveling) access to your 
important data from any Internet connection.
Automatic offsite backup and updates.
Safer than having the data stored on your own computer – 
SaaS provides protection from loss of data due to fire, theft or 
computer crash – your data resides on the software developer’s 
computer system – not yours.

What type of software is a good candidate for SaaS 
delivery? 
Time and expense information  -  if you have a sales or 
repair force that travels to jobsites or customers, you may want 
to know on a regular basis how long they worked, who they 
saw, what they did and/or how much money they spent in the 
process.
Pdf document storage  -  if you would like to access customer 
(or vendor) records or contracts while on the road, you do not 
need to bring the paper files with you – instead, log on to your 
electronic filing cabinet in the sky and search for the pdf copy 
to get the needed information.
Bill payments   - can be added as an extension of the pdf 
document storage application.  For example, now that you can 
access your vendor documents, how would like to be able to 
approve and schedule your bills to be paid electronically by a 
third party while traveling?
CRM systems -   keep all your customer communications in 
one spot and allow selective access to your authorized staff.
We’ve come a long way since the Internet became a household 
word in the mid-nineties with high speed Internet connections, 
cell phones that allow access to your e-mails and the Internet 
and now software to help you run your business more efficiently 
by giving you remote on-demand access to your data!

Sausage, Peppers, and Onions
Ingredients:
1/4 cup extra-virgin olive oil 
1 pound sweet Italian turkey sausage 
2 red bell peppers, sliced 
2 yellow onions, sliced 
1 teaspoon kosher salt 
1 teaspoon freshly ground black pepper 
1/2 teaspoon dried oregano 

 Directions:
    Heat the oil in a heavy large skillet over medium heat. Add the sausages and cook until brown on 

both sides, about 7 to 10 minutes. Remove from the pan and drain. Keeping the pan over medium 
heat, add the peppers, onions, salt, and pepper and cook until golden brown, about 5 minutes. Add 

the oregano, basil, and garlic and cook 2 more minutes. Add the tomato paste and stir. Add the Marsala wine, tomatoes, 
and chili flakes, if using. Stir to combine, scraping the bottom of the pan with a wooden spoon to release all the browned 
bits. Bring to a simmer. Cut the sausages into 4 to 6 pieces each, about 1-inch cubes. Add the sausage back to the pan 
and stir to combine. Cook until the sauce has thickened, about 20 minutes.
Serve in bowls. Or, if serving as a sandwich, split the rolls in half lengthwise. Hollow out the bread from the bottom side 
of each roll, being careful not to puncture the crust. Fill the bottom half of the roll with sausage mixture. Top and serve 
sandwiches immediately.                        We can’t take credit for this fabulous recipe.  That belongs to Giada De-Laurentiis.

4 garlic cloves, chopped 
2 tablespoons tomato paste 
1 cup Marsala wine

Why Is Electronics Waste 
An Issue?
	 Our growing dependence on electronics products both 
at home and in the workplace has given rise to a new 
environmental challenge: electronic waste. A recent 
study by the U.S. EPA shows that electronics already 
make up approximately 1 percent on the municipal solid 
waste stream. Research indicates that electronic waste 
is growing at three times the rate of other municipal 
waste.
	 According to the EPA, over 20 million personal 
computers became obsolete in 1998 and only 13% were 
reused or recycled. 
Electronic circuit boards, batteries, and cathode ray 
tubes (CRTs) can contain hazardous materials such as 
lead, mercury and hexavalent chromium. If improperly 
handled or disposed, these toxins can be released into 
the environment through landfill leachate or incinerator 
ash. 
	 In just one year, over 112 million pounds of valuable 
materials were recovered from disposed electronics 
for recycling and reuse. Materials includes steel, glass, 
plastic and precious metals.
